Subject: Filing of Immovable Property Return (IPR) online in SPARROW - processing /
acceptance / taking on record of IPR by the Competent Authority- reg.
Since 01.01.2017, the Annual Immovable Property Return (IPR) has to be mandatorily filed
Online by every officer of IRS (C&CE). The IPR for a particular year as on 01 January of next year, is to be

filed by an officer till 31 January of the said next year.

2. It is clarified that DGHRD is facilitating filing of IPRs in SPARROW in respect of Group ‘A’ officers
and to make it available in public domain. DGHRD does not deal with the processing of IPRs in any way
including its acceptance/noting. Accordingly, any intimation about the acquisition / disposal of property
has to be filed with the Competent Authority only and no correspondence is to be made with DGHRD in
this regard. It is also clarified that no record of any such intimation / correspondence will be maintained
with DGHRD apart from the Annual Immovable Property Return (IPR) which is to be filed online now. It
is also clarified that no scan of correspondence made for intimation other than IPRs should be uploaded

online.

3. Each formation has nominated an officer for the role of Custodian who can download the IPRs
available in public domain. It will be the responsibility of the custodian to download all the IPRs filed
by the officers in his Commissionerate / Directorate / formation and forward it to the Competent

Authority for scrutiny and further appropriate action, including acceptance/taking on record.

4, In rare cases, where the officer is facing problems in filing his IPR Online on SPARROW, the IPR

can be uploaded in SPARROW in prescribed pdf format only, within the prescribed time line.



5. With reference to acceptance/noting of IPR and other intimations under CCS (Conduct) Rules,
1964, it is requested that the same is to be done by the Competent Authority prescribed for the
purpose. In this regard, CBIC instructions vide F.No. C-50/120/2015-Ad.Il dated 21.04.2017 may also be

referred to (copy enclosed).

6. Further, as per the above instructions dated 21.04.2017 of CBIC, the intimation given by IRS
(C&CE) Group ‘A’ officers working on deputation with various Ministries / Departments / Organizations,
shall be accepted or taken on record with the approval of Member (Admin), Central Board of Indirect
Taxes and Customs by the Ad.Il Section of CBIC. However, such intimation should be sent through

proper channel to the Board.

7. These Instructions may be brought to the notice of all Concerned Authorities and all officers

under your jurisdiction/charge for compliance please.
